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Background information for teachers:

NZ’s Exclusive Economic Zone - Ministry for the Environment

New Zealand has rights to an area of the continental shelf beyond our EEZ,
covering approximately 1.7 million square kilometres

The continental shelf is the area that surrounds a landmass where the sea is
relatively shallow compared to the open ocean. It's geologically part of the
land and, under international law, a state has exclusive rights over the non-
living resources (e.g. minerals) and sedimentary species (e.g. oysters and
sponges) in and on the seabed there.

e Name some living things that you know live in our ocean near Aotearoa. Make
a list - can you name 20 or more?

Find out - how much of our ocean is protected? About 30% of our land is
protected in NZ. (only 0.38% of NZ's ocean is fully protected - less than half a
percent! Imagine having $100, but only 38¢ is protected - people can take ang
use the rest!) PICTURE IT - MATHS - draw a 10em x 10 cm box, and make it into
10 rows of 10 squares. That gives you 100 squares. Colour in almost half of ONE
square blue. That is how much of our ocean is protected (0.38%). Now on
another 100 grid colour in 30 squares green - that is how much of our land is
protected. (Printable 100 grid here) Do you think enough of our ocean is
protected?

libraries” - what do you think of this idea? Discuss who’r}you could learn from
the ocean. Make a chart as a class to show your ideas tor what you could lear

from the moana.
