Background information for teachers:

Tikapa Moana / the Hauraki Gulf is one of New Zealand's outstanding areas of
seabird and marine biodiversity.

Aotearoa is ideally suited to seabirds, surrounded by productive oceans, with a
wide variety of breeding habitats, and having been isolated from mammalian
predators for millions of years before human arrival. New Zealand has great
seabird diversity with 85 breeding species, of which 36 are endemic species
(42%) breeding nowhere else in ’rghe world. There are only 359 known seabird
species worldwide, approximately a quarter of which breed in New Zealand
and 10% are endemic to New Zealand breeding grounds, making the country a
world centre of seabird diversity.

All seabirds breeding in New Zealand are fully, or in a few cases partially,
protected under the Wildlife Act 1953 and its amendments. Seabirds in TKe
Wider Hauraki Gulf Region (WHGR) breed on a large number of island and
coastal sites that are administered by the Department of Conservation (DOC),
regional authorities, private landowners, and local iwi.
